Personnel Safety System (PSS) 
· Call a BioCAT staff member or the APS Floor Coordinator for any problem with the hutch interlock system.

· ONLY ONE PERSON AT A TIME may operate the PSS systems.  The user taking responsibility for a search and secure of the station must follow all steps to completion.

Visitor Safety 
· Visitors who have not had APS User Orientation must be escorted whenever they are in hazardous areas such as chemical laboratories or radiologically controlled areas. 

· All visitors must wear a visitor dosimeter or be part of a tour with a group dosimeter. 
Hazardous Materials 

· Under no circumstances may you transport a nonexempt hazardous material to the APS in your own car.  To have a hazardous material shipped to BioCAT:

Electrical Safety  

· Sector 18 circuit breakers are located along the main aisle. Hutch and laser disconnects are located outside each hutch. 
Radioactive Check Sources  

· Not applicable at this time.

Radiation Survey Meters  

· Located in Sector 18 LOM for use at any time.  Contact a staff member.  

Water Manifolds  

· Water flow problems will trip the Equipment Protection System (EPS).  Contact a staff member immediately. 

Compressed Gases  

· Compressed gases are provided in each station.  Contact staff if no user gas flow. 
Gas Storage Cage  

· Located outside, next to Truck Lock. Full cylinders in Sector 18 cage.  Return empty cylinders to the empty cylinder cage. 

Liquid Nitrogen (LN2) 

· BioCAT staff will fill & service cryostats.

Ladders 
· In using a ladder, do not go above the recommended step or above 6 feet without proper harnessing.
